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Report Summary

Dance Data Project® releases our third report analyzing the Largest U.S. Contemporary and Modern 
Dance Companies. For the first time, this report examines the financial scope of the Largest 125 U.S. 
contemporary and modern dance companies, a 67% increase from the Largest 75 companies examined 
in the 2023 report. This report is based on companies’ total expenditures from 990 filings from the Internal 
Revenue Service (IRS) for the fiscal year ending 2022, and provides information on aggregate expenditures, 
each category’s contribution to the contemporary and modern economy, and year-over-year comparisons 
from previous fiscal years. This report significantly broadens DDP’s investigation by covering, for the first 
time, rankings based on revenue and fiscal year surpluses/deficits, providing a more comprehensive 
overview of a company’s financial status and the financial landscape of the contemporary and modern dance 
industry as a whole. Preliminary data for fiscal year ending 2023 is also presented. 

It is important to note that this is not a subjective ranking of companies based on aesthetics, contribution 
to their communities, abilities, cultural impact or integrity of an organization’s work, but rather a numerical 
study based on their economic contribution to the contemporary and modern sector of the dance economy. 
The rankings are determined by total expenses reported by each company to the IRS on their 990s.

To provide a comprehensive overview of the contemporary and modern dance industry, the Largest 125 
companies are divided into three categories: the Largest 50 (#1-50),  the Next 50 (#51-100), and the 
Additional 25 (#101-125). 

In Fiscal Year 2022, the Largest 125 contemporary and modern companies operated with a total aggregate 
expenditure of $177,888,176. For comparison, in FY22, the Largest 75 contemporary and modern 
companies equaled a total aggregate expenditure of $166,399,707, a 49.69% increase from the FY21 
Largest 75 aggregate expenditure of $111,162,004. This notable rise in expenditures highlights a recovery 
phase following the pandemic. 

DDP examined the aggregate expenditures and revenue of the Largest 125 contemporary and modern 
companies against the Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies to compare the economic scale 
of both dance sectors. DDP determined that in FY 2022, the Largest 125 contemporary and modern dance 
companies’ aggregate expenditure totaled $177,888,176, which was 3.99x smaller than the Largest 125 
ballet and classically based companies’ total expenditure of $710,600,915. In terms of revenue, the Largest 
125 ballet and classically based companies generated a total revenue of $823,349,078, a scale that is 3.76x 
larger than the Largest 125 contemporary and modern dance companies’ total revenue of $218,963,086. 
This disparity in economic scale between the two dance sectors is consistent with FY 2021 findings where 
the Largest 75 contemporary and modern companies operated with 3.75x less expenses than the Largest 
75 ballet and classically based companies. 

The COVID-19 pandemic greatly affected the operations of many dance companies due to public health 
restrictions administered by federal, state, and regional authorities. As a result, DDP’s 2023 report which 
examined FY 2021, could only reflect the direct effects of COVID-19 as the pandemic unraveled. As federal 
regulations have halted and business operations at-large have resumed to normal, this year’s report 
provides insight into the new fiscal reality that contemporary and modern dance companies face post-
pandemic. Dance/USA’ Dancing Through the Pandemic: Financial Changes in the U.S. Nonprofit Dance 
Ecosystem 2018–2022 report revealed that the dance ecosystem has yet to return to inflation-adjusted 
FY18 operating levels even though the industry as a whole experienced an upturn in FY22 revenue and 
expenses. Additionally, the National Endowment for the Arts found that the overall rate of arts attendance

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has declined from 2017-2022 (Arts Participation Pattern in 2022). Specifically, ballet attendance dropped by 
37%, and the attendance of other dance forms declined by 48% between 2017 and 2022. SMU DataArts also 
found that from 2019 to 2022, 129 dance organizations experienced double-digit decreases in attendance, 
ticket revenue, and the lowest cost charged for tickets, with single ticket revenue down 32% in inflation-
adjusted dollars since before the pandemic. Combined, these studies and findings from the current report 
highlight the financial difficulties the dance industry is experiencing post pandemic. 

When comparing contemporary and modern dance companies, it is important to note differences in their 
structures that impact ranking. Some are only professional companies (e.g. Hubbard Street Dance Chicago), 
some are companies with attached schools (e.g. Paul Taylor Dance Company), some are companies with 
attached dance centers (e.g. Mark Morris Dance Group), some operate on an annual full-time basis (e.g. 
A.I.M by Kyle Abraham), while others are more project-based (e.g., Hélène Simoneau Danse) . In the case of 
PHILADANCO!, their school, Philadelphia School of Dance Arts, is a separate for-profit entity. Financial data 
is currently unavailable for the Philadelphia School of Dance Arts, therefore PHILADANCO!’s rankings reflect 
the financial information for their professional performing arts company only.1 

Additionally, geographical location impacts operating costs due to factors like cost of living, price of 
consumer goods, and real estate prices. As such, organizational missions, their operations, and location 

impact the revenue and expense rankings.

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Key Findings:
•	 The 2024 report has expanded to examine 125 companies from 75 in 2023, marking the largest sample of 

contemporary and modern companies to date. In FY 2022, the Largest 125 contemporary and modern 
companies operated with a total aggregate expenditure of $177,888,176. 

	¤ The Largest 50 companies operated with a combined total expenditure of $153,170,398, accounting 
for 86.10% of the Largest 125’s total expenditures in FY 2022. In FY 2021, they operated with 
$102,779,481 and accounted for 88.69% of expenditures within the Largest 124.2

	¤ The Next 503 companies operated with a combined total expenditure of $20,505,839 accounting for 
11.53% of the Largest 125’s total expenditure in FY 2022. 

	¤ The Additional 25 companies operated with a total of $4,211,939, accounting for 2.37% of the Largest 
125’s total expenditure in FY 2022.

	¤ The Largest 125 contemporary and modern companies operated with 3.99x less expenses than the 
Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies in FY22. 

•	 Across the Largest 50 companies, FY 2022 individual company expenses have risen to levels almost 
identical to FY 2019. The Next 50 and Additional 25 FY 2022 expenditures are higher than those reported 
in FY20 and FY21.

•	 For the first time, DDP has expanded to examine company revenue for FYs 2021, 2022, and preliminary 
2023. The Largest 125 companies generated a total revenue of $218,963,086 in FY22 compared to the 
FY22 total expenses of $177,888,176. 

	¤ Aside from Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater, the FY 2022 revenue of the remaining 49 companies 
in the Largest 50 exceeded revenue in FY 2021. The total revenue for the Largest 50 increased from 
$191,052,263 in FY 2021 to $190,666,434 in FY 2022.

	¤ Compared to ballet, the Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies generated 3.76x more 
revenue than the Largest 125 contemporary and modern dance companies in FY22,

•	 DDP examined company fiscal surpluses and deficits for the first time. More companies finished with a 
deficit in FY23, than in FY22.

	¤ For FY22, among the Largest 125, 91 (72.80%) finished with a surplus, while 34 (27.20%) finished in a 
deficit, indicating that the majority of companies reported a surplus at the end of FY22.

	¤ For FY23, among the 119 companies with available returns, 54 (45.38%) finished with a surplus, whereas 
65 (54.62%) finished in a deficit. This data indicates that approximately 10% more companies ended the 
fiscal year with a negative fiscal outcome.

•	 As of October 31, 2024, DDP has sourced 119 FY23 990 filings. DDP’s preliminary findings show that the 
aggregate expenditures of the 119 companies with available FY 2023 data total $170,416,064. This is less than 
the FY22 Largest 125 aggregate expenditure of $177,888,176, a difference of $7,472,112. As these are only 
preliminary findings, the inclusion of missing 990s will most likely increase the overall aggregate expenditure.4

2	 In 2023, DDP collected FY21 and FY20 data for 124 contemporary and modern companies, then published a report on the Largest 
75 companies to construct more direct comparisons to Largest 50 presented in the first contemporary and modern report. For the 
longitudinal purposes of the 2024 report, DDP has re-examined FY20 and FY21 data for the Largest 124 companies. Note, there 
was no FY2021 data available for Pony Box Dance Theatre, and no FY2020 data available for Dimensions Dance Theater, Robert 
Moses Kin, L.A. Contemporary Dance Company, VIM VIGOR, Reggie Wilson / Fist and Heel Performance Group at the time of data 
collection. 2	

3	 In FY21, DDP examined the Additional 25 companies (#51-75). This 2024 report marks the first time that DDP has published an 
expansion into the Next 50 categorization (#51-100) of contemporary and modern companies. 

4	 In total, there are 29 companies without FY23 data available, of which six companies were ranked in the Largest 25 in FY22. These 
six companies include ODC/Dance Company, L.A. Dance Project, Cleo Parker Robinson Dance, Urban Bush Women, BANDALOOP, 
and Camille A. Brown & Dancers. The absence of their FY23 990 likely largely impacts overall expenditures, as in FY22 the Largest 
25 companies accounted for 72.09% of total expenditure.

DDP is proud to celebrate this new categorization in the examination of 
contemporary and modern companies. 

Expenditures for the Additional 25 ranged from $103,659 to $237,335 in FY 2022. The median budget by 
expenditure is $173,946.

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Section II: 
Scope of the Industry

The Largest 125 contemporary and modern dance companies operated with a combined total 
expenditure of $177,888,176 in FY2022. This is the first time that DDP has produced a report of this scale 
for contemporary and modern companies.15

In the 2023 Largest Contemporary and Modern Companies report, DDP examined the Largest 75 
companies based on FY21 fiscal data.16 These companies operated with a combined total expenditure 
of  $111,162,004 in FY2021. In FY2022, The Largest 75 companies’ aggregate budgets by expenditure 
equaled $166,399,707, a 49.69% increase from FY2021. Although the Largest 75 is not active 
categorization in the 2024 report, this comparison demonstrates a positive post-pandemic recovery.

From FY2021 to FY2022, aggregate expenditures of the Largest 50 increased by 49.03%. From FY2020 to 
FY2021, aggregate expenditure decreased by 22.45%. From FY2019 to FY2020, aggregate expenditure 
decreased by 11.49%.

From FY2021 to FY2022, aggregate expenditures of the Next 50 increased by 69.98%. From FY2020 to 
FY2021, aggregate expenditure increased by 8.40%.

From FY2021 to FY2022, aggregate expenditures of the Additional 25 increased by 301.54%. From 
FY2020 to FY2021, aggregate expenditure increased by 35.17%.

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DDP has studied the Largest 50 contemporary and modern expenses since FY2019. The Largest 50 
by aggregate expenditure is displayed below. There is only a $3,422,519 difference between the FY2022 
aggregate expenditure of $153,170,398 and FY2019 aggregate expenditure of $149,747,879 indicating 
that the Largest 50 contemporary and modern companies have returned to pre-pandemic operating 
levels.

The Next 50 companies operated with a total aggregate budget by expenditure of $20,505,839, 
accounting for 11.53% of the total expenditures among the Largest 125 in FY2022. In FY2021, they 
accounted for 10.41%, and in FY2020, they accounted for 7.70%.

The Additional 25 companies operated with a total aggregate expenditure of $4,211,939, accounting 
for 2.37% of the total expenditure in FY2022. In FY2021, they accounted for 0.91%, and in FY2020, they 
accounted for 0.54%.

Preliminary FY23 Data

At the time of report release, FY23 990s were not available for all companies. This may be due to the 
company filing extensions or delays from the IRS in uploading to their website for public access (see 
Appendix E for complete list of company fiscal years).

As of October 31, 2024, DDP has sourced 119 FY23 990 filings. As this is an incomplete data set, the 
figures are likely to change as more information becomes publicly available. For example, the following 
companies were included in the FY2022 Largest 25 but do not currently have FY2023 information 
available: ODC/Dance Company, L.A. Dance Project, Cleo Parker Robinson Dance, Urban Bush Women, 
BANDALOOP, and Camille A. Brown & Dancers.

Although the FY23 data set is incomplete, this section gives an overview thus far of the contemporary and 
modern dance economy in FY23 compared to FY22.

The aggregate expenditures of the 119 companies with available FY23 data is $170,416,064, a difference 
of $7,472,112 from the FY22 Largest 125 aggregate expenditure of $177,888,176. Preliminary findings 
indicate that contemporary and modern companies are reporting FY23 budgets by expenditures on 
similar operating levels as FY22; however, many companies who consistently rank in the Largest 25 do 
not have FY23 data available yet which will likely increase the aggregate expenditure once included. 

Companies with FY23 Expenses greater than $750,000

In FY23, 44 companies reported expenses greater than $750,000. These companies represent a combined 
aggregate expenditure of $148,362,788 and account for 87.06% of expenses out of 119 companies. For 
comparison, the Largest 50 in FY22 totalled an aggregate expenditure of $153,170,398.

Companies with FY23 Expenses between $250,000-$750,000

In FY23, 36 companies reported budgets by expenditure between $250,000-$750,000. These companies 
reported a combined aggregate expenditure of $16,609,984, thereby accounting for 9.75% of expenses 
out of 119 companies. For comparison, the Next 50 in FY22 have an aggregate expenditure of 
$20,505,839.

Companies with FY23 Expenses less than $250,000

In FY23, 39 companies reported a budget by expenditure of less than $250,000. These companies have a 
combined aggregate expenditure of $5,443,292 and account for 3.19% of expenses out of 119 companies. 
For comparison, the Additional 25 in FY22 reported aggregate budgets by expenditure of $4,211,939.

This report’s scope has been expanded by DDP for the first time to include ranking of companies based 
on their reported revenue.

Because this is the first time DDP has examined budgets by reported revenue, only the 
past two complete fiscal years are presented. For a full breakdown of year-over-year changes in rank by 
revenue, see Appendix B.

The following companies are ordered by size of annual revenue based on their reported 2022 fiscal year.

The Largest 125 companies generated a total revenue of $218,963,086 in FY22. Compared to the total 
expenses of $177,888,176 in FY22, this is a total surplus of $41,074,910.

The figures 
highlight revenues of the industry within the Largest 50 over time, over the movement of individual 
companies’ budgets.

Aside from Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater (#1), the remaining 49 companies revenue in FY 2022 
exceeded revenue in FY 2021, with total revenue for the Largest 50 rising from $161,231,983 in FY 2021

Analysis of Surpluses and Deficits  

FY2022 and FY2023
Surpluses and Deficits

For each company the Surplus Margin is calculated by subtracting each company’s annual expenses from 
their annual revenue (How to Assess Nonprofit Financial Performance, page 3). DDP has also calculated 
the Net Margin Ratio ([revenue - expenses]/revenue; Nonprofit Ratios: How to Use Them and What they 
Measure). Both FY2022 and FY2023 Surplus Margins are examined in this section.

A positive Surplus Margin, or a Surplus indicates that the organization has extra funds at the end of 
the fiscal year to reinvest into the organization’s mission. A negative Surplus Margin, indicates that the 
organization finished the fiscal year in a Deficit, and continued deficits may indicate an organization’s 
poor financial management (Warren Averett). While the goal of a nonprofit organization is not to generate 
revenue, a Surplus can help organizations to fulfill their organizational mission and goals, and best serve 
their communities. 

FY 2022 Surpluses and Deficits

Among the Largest 125 companies, 91 (72.80%) finished with a surplus, whereas 34 (27.20%) finished with 
a deficit, indicating that the majority of companies experienced a surplus at the end of fiscal year 2022. 
The following companies are ordered by the size of this margin based on their reported 2022 fiscal year.

Within the Largest 50, 12 companies had deficits for FY 2022, and 38 had surpluses in FY 2022. The 
median surplus/deficit for the Largest 50 in FY22 is $247,504.

Largest 125 Ballet Expenditures vs. Largest 125 Contemporary and 
Modern Expenditures

In FY2022, the Largest 50 contemporary and modern companies operated with a total aggregate 
expenditure of $153,170,398. In the same fiscal year, the Largest 50 ballet companies operated with a total 
aggregate expenditure of $640,960,698. In FY2022, the Largest 50 contemporary and modern companies 
operated with $487,790,300, or 76.10%, less expenses compared to the FY2022 Largest 50 ballet 
companies. 

In FY2022, the Next 50 contemporary and modern companies operated with a total aggregate 
expenditure of $20,505,839. In the same fiscal year, the Next 50 ballet companies operated with a total 
aggregate expenditure of $55,760,961. In FY2022, the Next 50 contemporary and modern companies 
operated with $35,255,122, or 63.23%, less expenses compared to the FY2022 Next 50 ballet companies. 

In FY2022, the Additional 25 contemporary and modern companies operated with a total aggregate 
expenditure of $4,211,939. In the same fiscal year, the Additional 25 ballet companies operated with a total 
aggregate expenditure of $13,879,256. In FY2022, the Additional 25 contemporary and modern companies 
operated with $9,667,317, or 69.65%, less expenses than the FY2022 Additional 25 ballet companies.

In FY2022, the Largest 50 contemporary and modern companies reported a total aggregate revenue of 
$191,052,263. In the same fiscal year, the Largest 50 ballet companies generated a total aggregate revenue 
of $738,667,545. In FY2022, the Largest 50 contemporary and modern companies reported $547,615,282, or 
74.14%, less revenue compared to the FY2022 Largest 50 ballet companies.

In FY2022, the Next 50 contemporary and modern companies reported a total aggregate revenue of 
$23,728,537. In the same fiscal year, the Next 50 ballet companies generated a total aggregate revenue 
of $68,927,394. In FY2022, the Next 50 contemporary and modern companies reported $45,198,857, or 
65.57%, less revenue compared to the FY2022 Next 50 ballet companies. 

In FY2022, the Additional 25 contemporary and modern companies reported a total aggregate revenue 
of $4,182,286. In the same fiscal year, the Additional 25 ballet companies generated a total aggregate 
revenue of $15,754,139. In FY2022, the Additional 25 contemporary and modern companies reported 
$11,571,853, or 73.45%, less revenue compared to the FY2022 Additional 25 ballet companies.

It is important to note that there are four companies listed as both ballet and classically based and 
as contemporary and modern: Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater, Dallas Black Dance Theatre, 
PHILADANCO!, and L.A. Dance Project.44 When the overlap of these four companies is removed, the 
disparity in the economic scale between the ballet and classically based and contemporary and modern 
sectors increases drastically as the FY22 aggregate expenditure of these four companies totals $51,778,769.

In FY 2022 aggregate expenditure for the Largest 125 contemporary and modern companies totaled 
$177,888,176, and aggregate expenditure for the Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies 
totaled $710,600,915. The economic scale of the Largest 125 contemporary and modern companies 
was 3.99x smaller than the Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies with all four companies 
included on both lists. When these four companies are omitted from the ballet and classically based and 
the contemporary and modern rankings and replaced with the next four companies (#126-129), the total 
aggregate expenditures for the Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies equal $660,347,024, 
and $126,470,005 for the Largest 125 contemporary and modern companies. As a result, the ballet and 
classically based sector becomes 5.22x larger than the contemporary and modern sector.

This same pattern holds true for preliminary FY2023 findings. As of October 31, 2023, the 119 ballet and 
classically based companies with available FY23 information operated with a total aggregate expenditure of 
$744,590,583. The 119 contemporary and modern companies with available FY23 information operated with 
a total aggregate expenditure of $170,416,064. The 119 ballet and classically based companies operated 
with 4.37x more expenses than the 119 contemporary and modern companies.

In the same fiscal year, the Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies 
generated a total revenue of $823,349,078. The Largest 125 ballet and classically based companies 
generated 3.76x more revenue than the Largest 125 contemporary and modern dance companies. When 
Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater, Dallas Black Dance Theatre, L.A. Dance Project, and PHILADANCO! 
are removed and replaced with the next four companies (#126-129), the Largest 125 ballet/classically 
based companies’ combined revenues equal $763,196,183, and the Largest 125 contemporary and 
modern companies’ combined revenues equal $157,497,438. As a result, the ballet/classically based 
sector becomes 4.85x larger than the contemporary and modern sector.

Preliminary FY2023 findings showcase a similar pattern of fiscal disparity. As of October 31, 2023, the 
119 ballet and classically based companies with available FY23 information generated a total revenue of 
$723,827,898. The 119 contemporary and modern companies  with available FY23 information operated 
with a total aggregate expenditure of $145,470,678. The 119 ballet and classically based companies 
generated 4.98x more revenue than the 119 contemporary and modern companies.

Note, this calculation is made with the current omission of L.A. Dance Project from both lists as their 
FY2023 filing is not currently available. When Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater, Dallas Black Dance 
Theatre, and PHILADANCO! are removed, the 116 ballet/classically based companies’ combined 
revenues equal $680,678,501, and the 116 contemporary and modern companies’ combined revenues 
equal $102,321,281. As a result, the ballet and classically based sector becomes 6.65x larger than the 
contemporary and modern sector by revenue.

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Section VII: 
Operational Definitions, Methodologies, 

and Limitations
Operational Definitions

Contemporary and Modern Dance Company
For the purposes of this study, DDP defines a “contemporary and modern dance company” as a 
professional performing company that uses the word(s) contemporary and/or modern in its name or 
self description. This definition also includes companies whose choreographic works are distinguished 
as an eclectic fusion of different dance genres. Modern dance is a highly expressive style of dance that 
emerged as a rebellion against the rigid structure of classical ballet at the end of the nineteenth century. 
Its form focuses on expression and is categorized by movement that is free-flowing, emotional, and 
organic (MasterClass). Contemporary dance is a genre developed during the mid-twentieth century, 
blending techniques of many movement forms including ballet, modern, jazz, African and African 
diasporic dances, classical Indian dance, mixed martial arts, physical theater, and more. Contemporary 
dance embraces innovation as it is not held to a stylistic standard, but is rather always evolving 
(Marquee TV). DDP’s research has included many companies whose mission has been to create work that 
is experimental, progressive, and boundary-defying. 

Alvin Ailey American Dance Theater, Dallas Black Dance Theatre, L.A. Dance Project, and PHILADANCO! 
also ranked in The Largest Ballet and Classically Based Companies report as they fit multiple definitions 
and their scope of work is broad. DDP also takes into consideration how a company defines itself. 
After consideration, DDP has decided to remove Chamber Dance Project, Lydia Johnson Dance, and 
Minnesota Dance Theatre as they are ballet companies. Contemporary ballet companies have been 
excluded from this study and are instead included in DDP’s research on ballet companies. 

All companies included in this study are U.S. based, nonprofit organizations that hire two or more dancers 
to perform dance works and have a documented record of at least three years of regularly scheduled 
performances. DDP is not able to access fiscal information for companies which are not nonprofits, 
including but not limited to companies which are fiscally sponsored and Limited Liability Companies 
(LLCs). 

DDP remains generous and open-minded with this definition and recognizes that the art form is 
constantly evolving.

Calendar Year vs. Fiscal Year
The calendar year is the one-year period between January 1 and December 31. A fiscal year can align with 
the calendar year, or may begin and end at any point during the year, but must be 12 months in length 
(e.g., July 1 to June 30; Investopedia). A listing of company fiscal year start and end dates is outlined in 
Appendix E.

990 forms display the starting date of the tax year in the top right corner of the filing. For example, 990 
forms for the fiscal year ending 2023 may have “2022” listed in the top right corner.

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Expenditure and Revenue
Expenditure is a company’s total expenses for a given fiscal year. Revenue is the total amount of money 
brought in by a company’s operations, such as fees for service or from the sale of goods (e.g., ticket 
sales), within a given fiscal year.

Surplus Margins, Surpluses, and Deficits
The Surplus Margin is calculated by subtracting fiscal expenses from fiscal revenue (Revenue - Expenses 
= Surplus Margin) (How to Assess Nonprofit Financial Performance). DDP has also calculated the 
Net Margin Ratio ([revenue - expenses]/revenue; Nonprofit Ratios: How to Use Them and What They 
Measure). Both FY2022 and FY2023 Surplus Margins are examined in this report. A positive Surplus 
Margin, or a Surplus indicates that the organization has extra funds at the end of the fiscal year to reinvest 
into the organization’s mission. A negative Surplus Margin, indicates that the organization finished the 
fiscal year in a Deficit, and continued deficits may indicate an organization’s poor financial management 
(Warren Averett). While the goal of a nonprofit organization is not to generate revenue, a Surplus can help 
organizations to fulfill their organizational mission and goals, and best serve their communities.

Methodology

DDP manually extracted fiscal information from E-filed Form 990s available publicly by the Internal 
Revenue Service (IRS). Third-party databases (e.g. ProPublica) were also used to extract 990 data. 
Following initial data collection, data was manually verified three times by the DDP research team to 
ensure accuracy and prevent errors in reporting. While contemporary and modern companies, the IRS, 
and DDP each take every measure to avoid human error, DDP acknowledges the possibility of such error 
appearing in data obtained from organizations IRS Form 990s.

Additionally, DDP contacted companies via email asking them to provide their FY 2022 and 2023 990 
filings to gather the most recent information as possible. Companies were requested to provide this 
information within 30-days, per IRS regulations. Companies were also sent reminder emails closer to 
the 30-day deadline. When DDP was unable to find an email for a specific administrative staff member 
responsible (by title) for financial reporting or budgeting, DDP scoured websites and attempted to 
contact multiple potentially responsible staff.

Data from the 990s sent to DDP by companies was manually collected. There were a few companies who 
did not respond despite repeated attempts to reach them via email. DDP will be maintaining a list of 
these companies (as well as documenting outreach efforts) and may alert the IRS of failure to comply with 
federal regulations designed to foster transparency.

​​Financial transparency is vital to the health of the dance industry and sharing of annual tax returns is a key step 
towards this (see DDP’s President and Founder’s Op-Ed in Dance Magazine). DDP extends our gratitude to the 
following companies who responded to our request and commends them for their commitment to creating 
a financially transparent dance industry.

Limitations

Fiscal Year
Fiscal years begin and end on varying dates depending on the company. This discrepancy can affect the 
functional expenses reported as companies return to their usual performing schedules. For example, 
Dallas Black Dance Theatre’s fiscal year begins and ends during the summer (6/1/21-5/31/22). By contrast, 
ODC/Dance Company’s fiscal year aligns with the calendar year (1/1/22-12/31/22). Company fiscal year 
start and end dates can be found in Appendix E.

Structure of Contemporary and Modern Companies
Company structure varies within the contemporary and modern sector. Some companies operate an 
attached school (e.g. Martha Graham Dance Company and the Martha Graham School) or dance center 
(e.g. Gibney Company and the Gibney Center), leading to a portion of their overall expenditures and 
revenue being attributed to costs associated with running the school or dance center. By contrast, 
PHILADANCO!’s affiliated school, the Philadelphia School of Dance Arts, is a separate for-profit entity.

Financial data is currently unavailable for their school, therefore PHILADANCO!’s rankings reflect the 
financial information for their professional performing arts company only. PHILADANCO!’’s rankings 
would be higher if (unknown) school income and expenditures were included. DDP contacted 
PHILADANCO! and verified school finances to better capture the actual size during the data collection 
process for The Largest Ballet and Classically Based Companies report, but did not receive a response. 

Additionally, some companies only perform in their home communities, others perform in their home 
communities and tour nationally and/or internationally, and others are only touring companies. Some 
companies operate on an annual season with full-time employees and other companies are more 
program/project based with part-time employees. These varying modes of performance and presenting 
work also impact annual expenditures and revenue. DDP has not differentiated between these modes of 
operation for this report.
